Glenlivet ... 
Lying at the edge of the north eastern Cairngorms 
and including a varied, diverse landscape, the 
countryside on the Glenlivet Estate exhibits a wide 
range of upland habitats suiting a good variety of 
breeding birds and summer and winter visitors. 
None of the Estate is below 600 feet and  habitats 
include: 
semi -natural birch and alder woodlands;  scrub (especially sub -
montane Juniper scrub); extensive heather moorlands;  raised 
peatland and bog;  montane heath;  unimproved lowland meadows;  
rough grassland;  largely unmodified rivers and river banks;  farmland 
and conifer plantations.  
 
With easy access along the extensive Estate footpath network, this diversity 
provides good opportunities for bird-watching throughout the year, especially 
during the spring months of April May and June, when the summer migrants 
arrive.  The list of birds shown here includes those which have been seen or 
recorded in the local area. Several species, however are fairly uncommon 
and infrequently visit or pass through the area. Those listed as occasional 
visitors are therefore unlikely to be seen on a regular basis.
